Sydney Conference

The keynote speeches discussed some methodological questions of the representation of women in world history. There were panels dealing with national historiographies, American historiography, the state of the art of history of feminisms in Central and Eastern Europe, the histories of women’s movement, feminist history and theory, citizenship and modernity, gender and power; labour history. Let me express our thanks to Pirjo Markkola who organized the conference and put together a wonderful program with participants from more than 20 countries (Australia, Austria, Bulgaria, Canada, Costa Rica, Denmark, Finland, France, Germany, Hungary, Japan, Lebanon, the Netherlands, New Zealand, Pakistan, Russia, Spain, South Africa, Sweden, UK, USA).

During the Sydney conference Eileen Boris suggested that the Federation should start thinking of a project for publishing a history of women in the world. We are going to organize a special discussion at the next IFRWH meeting in Sofia. As mentioned by Eileen, such a project would strengthen ties between national committees and individuals, as well as advance women’s and gender history as a field.

Conference in Sofia in 2007

One of my tasks as president of the Federation is to organize the 2007 conference to be held at St. Kliment Ohridski University of Sofia. The topic and the call for papers will be announced in the spring 2006 issue of the newsletter. For the first time IFRWH conference will be hosted by an East European country. At the same conference, Susan Magarey announced the establishment of a 'new' Magarey Medal. The first medal was awarded this year to the late Isabel Flick and Heather Goodall for Flick's autobiography, Isobel Flick: The Many Lives of an Extraordinary Aboriginal Woman.

BULGARIA

The Bulgarian Women’s History Group together with the Bulgarian Association of University Women organized at the end of May 2005 an exhibition to celebrate the 80th anniversary of the latter (established in 1924 as Bulgarian Association of Women with University Education) and its joining the International Federation of University Women (1925). The Association had four sections: of Women Lawyers (the biggest corporate women’s organization during the 1930s); of Women Painters; of Women Writers and the section of Women Students. 
After communist took over (September 9, 1944) the activities of the BAUW were marginalized. The Section of Women Lawyers attained its goal in 1945 when women-lawyers won the right to practice their profession. The property of the association was confiscated (1948), its organizational life was suspended and at the beginning of the 1950s it was closed down by the totalitarian power. The exhibition presented (in documents, photos, pictures, books, etc.) the history of the Association between the two world wars, its liquidation by communists and the revival of the organization after 1989.

The celebration of the anniversary of the BAUW also included a discussion (held at Sofia University) dedicated to the Bulgarian women’s movement and various types of feminisms that existed within the Bulgarian context.

NEW PUBLICATIONS

Several books dealing with women’s/gender history appeared in Bulgarian during the last year:

Olga Todorova. Zhenite ot tsentralnite Balkani prez osmanskata epoha (XV-XVII vek). [Women of the Central Balkans during the Early Centuries of Ottoman Rule (15th-17th Centuries)]. Sofia: Gutenberg, 2004, 515 pp;

The book is the first attempt in the Bulgarian (but also in the South East European) historiography to produce a comprehensive study on the legal frameworks (such as the Islamic religious, Ottoman secular and Christian canon law, and the Bulgarian and Turkish customary law) that shaped the status of both Christian and Muslim women during the first three centuries of Ottoman domination. It is based on a considerable number of unpublished Ottoman-Turkish archival materials, and published Ottoman, Western and domestic sources. The book aims at (as the author herself put it) “dethroning some popular myths that are still haunting Balkan historiography: about the exclusively patriarchal character of family life - both Christian and Muslim – during the period under consideration, or about the unparalleled adherence to their religion, shown by Christian women, or about the active role of women rebels in the armed struggle against the Ottoman authorities”. Olga Todorova’s book tries to deconstruct the widespread oversimplified (black-and-white) image of the Ottoman period that dominated until recently the (rather nationalistic) Bulgarian historiography. For the international readership this study will reveal the story of women’s lives in a relatively well functioning poly-ethnic and multi-religious society. A possible comparison between the position of women in the Ottoman empire and their West European counterparts during the 15th-17th centuries might reveal some unexpected and shocking – for the Eurocentric views – findings.

The book includes a 16-page summary in English, outlining the main findings of this extremely interesting, wonderfully written and highly professionally executed scholarly piece.

Sofia Angelova-Damianova. Zhenskiat glas na istoriata (Bulgarskiat istoricheski roman i zhenite avtorki). [Women’s voice in history (Bulgarian historical novel and women authors)] Burgas: Libra Skorp, 2004, 175 pp;

Though not a history book per se, Sofia Angelova-Damianova’s study immediately catches the attention of the (feminist) reader with its well informed feminist interpretation of the historical novels written by some successful women-authors in the modern Bulgarian literature: Fani Popova-Mutafova, Vera Mutafchieva, Yana Yazova, Sevda Sevan, Neda Antonova, Nadejda Dragova.

Tzvetana Boncheva. Brak i semeistvo pri bulgarite katolitsi ot Plovdivsko prez purvata polovina na XX vek [Marriage and family in the life of the Bulgarian catholics from the Plovdiv region, during the first half of the XX century]. Sofia: IMIR, 2005, 443 pp.

The book is based on various primary sources starting with parish registers kept by three catholic villages during the first half of the 20th Century (Liber Baptizatorum, Liber Matrimoniorum, Liber Mortiorum, Liber Confirmatorum), civil registers, official statistics – all of them compared with the results of ethnographic interviews (with people from these villages) conducted by the author.

A scholarly event for our small community was the translation (by Nadejda Alexandrova) and publication in Bulgarian of several texts by Joan W. Scott under the title Eho fantasia: Istoriata I konstruiraneto na identichnostta [Fantasy-Echo: History and the Construction of Identity]. Sofia: IK SemaRSH, 2005, 212 pp. It is a wonderful addition to the other methodological and historical texts (by historians Gisela Bock, Karen Offen, June Purvis, Ida Blom) already translated into Bulgarian.

Krassimira Daskalova and Kornelia Slavova (eds.) Zhenski identichnosti na Balkanite [Women’s identities on the Balkans]. Sofia: POLIS, 2004,240 pp;

This collection contains eleven contributions by women scholars (historians, sociologists, political scientists, anthropologists, etc.) from South Eastern Europe (or working on the region) interested in the contemporary history (“history of the Present”) and the gender aspect of the post-communist Transition: Renata Salecl, Rada Ivekovic, Marina Blagojevic, Madalina Nicolaescu, Mihaela Miriou, Maria Todorova, Julia Kristeva, Krassimira Daskalova, Kornelia Slavova, Peggy Watson, Susan Gal and Gail Kligman. This is the first attempt to bring their works and ideas to the attention of a wider scholarly audience in the country.

The English version of the book with oral history interviews Voices of their Own (ed. by Krassimira Daskalova, POLIS publishers, 207 pp.) that was mentioned in our previous report is already fact. It contains 15 interviews with Bulgarian, Turkish, Romany, Armenian, and Jewish women.

CONFERENCES

The three co-chairs, Rick Halpern, Ruth Percy, and Franca Iacovetta extend a very warm thanks to all the colleagues and co-sponsors who participated in the ‘Labouring Feminism and Feminist Working Class History Conference’ (aka “labfemconf” - as we typed out a million times!) held in connection with the Centre for the Study of the United States at the Munk Centre for International Affairs at the University of Toronto, 29 Sept- 2 Oct, 2005.  The result of a two-year organizing stint involving a large and diverse planning committee and a program committee, the conference program reflected feminist discussions about the field, pro-active recruitment of younger scholars from a diversity of backgrounds, efforts to create multi-generational conversations, and current research projects.  We had almost 300 participants, far more than initially imagined, 130 of them on the program - and fortunately, the great weather that week-end took care of our worries about lack of physical space!

As a constructive “feminist response” to recent laments about the decline of “real” labour history, and in which the field is being defined in increasingly narrow ways, the conference sought not to define a new agenda so much as to  engage current feminist activity and encourage dialogue and debate in a context of mutual respect.  The plenaries and research sessions dealt with a wide variety of subjects as well as approaches and, together, they demonstrated well that much important work is being done that can enlarge the parameters of working-class history, that ought be part of more inclusionary forms of labour history. Topics included the cultural history of racialized, sexualized, diseased and disabled bodies; the history of sex tourism and transnational sex-trade workers; and the cross-border nature of labour feminist ideologies in the Americas. The papers and commentaries reflected the shift in focus away from more unitary understandings of what constitutes workers’ culture or class consciousness and towards a more “multiple meanings” approach that views workers as possessing several shifting subjectivities. Race-critical scholars probed racialized constructions of self and brought new worker subjects, such as African American models, west coast strip teasers, and flight attendants to labour history’s table. Participants grappled with ways of redefining notions of “the political,” ‘women workers’ trade union feminism, and with transnational and multi-generational female radicalism.  A session on Sites of Consumption was dedicated to Susan Porter Benson, an enthusiastic supporter of the conference, who, sadly, passed away in the summer.  In seeking to mount as inclusive a program as possible, we knew that we would run the risk of not having enough time to dialogue and debate amongst ourselves, at least on the formal program, and that did indeed happen. But we look forward to continuing the dialogue in other venues.  Various plenary and research papers will appear in published form in journals and a book is under consideration with New York University Press.  A number of conference reports will appear in the co-sponsoring and other journals. We thank all of our co-sponsors, including our co-sponsoring journals: Atlantis, Feminist Studies, left history, Labor, International Labor and Working Class History, Journal of Women’s History, and all of the other labouring sisters and brothers who helped to make this event a reality.   

OTHER EVENTS

Now in its 11th year the University of New Brunswick (Fredericton Campus) History Department's annual series of Public Readings in Celebration of Women's History Month focussed on Women and War, as viewed through the prism of women's letters, diaries and published works. Our undergraduate and graduate students who were the 'women's voices' did a superb job this year. The women they represented ranged from Queen Henrietta Maria, wife of Charles I, through a Saint John Port Nurse to a poet in Ravensbruck Women's Concentration camp.

An international conference on "Communication – Mobility – Networks: The International Dimension of the Women's Movements, 1830s-1960s" was held at Bremen University, September 15-17, 2005. It had been organized by Eva Schöck-Quinteros, Jutta Schwarzkopf, Kerstin Wolff, and Annika Wilmers in collaboration with the German section of IFRWH and the Archive of the German Women's Movement, Kassel. Tackling a hitherto much neglected topic, the conference brought together researchers from various central and western European countries who analyzed the interplay of national and international activism in various national women's movements as well as some of the international women's organizations. Individual women active on the international scene were highlighted as well as various fields on which international collaboration evolved . Wary of any uncritically celebratory approach, speakers also interrogated the cultural and ideological differences that have so often stood in the way of women's effective collaboration internationally, and especially in the wake of such traumatic and nationalistically charged events as the two world wars. Both organizers and participants have voiced their hope that this conference has put the internationalism of the women's movements firmly on the research agenda in Germany as well as elsewhere.

The German Half-Day Model: A European Sonderweg?

The ‘Time Politics’ of Public Education in Post-war Europe: An East-West Comparison

Funded by the Volkswagen Foundation 

Education is currently a hot topic. Business, politics and the media alike stress the significance of investing in this "capital for the future". The introduction of new information and communication technologies and the social effects of economic globalisation are increasingly making life-long learning a necessity for all members of society. At the same time, the opening of the European Union is creating a trans-national internal market that poses new challenges to its citizens' mobility and ability to integrate. The field of education considered fundamental to the development of corresponding competencies is pre-school and elementary education. For that reason, the Organisation for Economic Co-Operation and Development (OECD), among other bodies, has been calling for a systematic quantitative and qualitative expansion of public educational offerings for pre- and school-age children. At the same time, the OECD regard this expansion as a key precondition for equal economic and social opportunities for women, that is, for their equal "social citizenship". After publication of the results of the most recent study by the Programme for International Student Assessment (PISA 2000), it became apparent once again, in the light of international comparison, how great the quantitative and qualitative shortcomings of the public educational offerings of many European countries remain. These shortcomings are considered to be an important source of the highly disparate achievements of pupils in different countries. At the same time, the quantitative and qualitative deficiencies in the primary schools, particularly the lack of facilities open to children in the afternoons, leads to serious problems in reconciling family and professional life. Given the persistence of the gender-specific division of labour, these problems affect women in particular. As a consequence, those states, such as Germany, Austria and Poland, where the half-day system continues to be dominant, not only suffer from a lower birth-rate than other comparable European countries, which have managed far better to solve the problem of combining work and family, but also from a significant waste of economic resources, since the growing potential of qualified female workers cannot be used in an effective and future-oriented manner. 

Since publication of the PISA results there has been an increased emphasis on the necessity of a quantitative and qualitative expansion of public education offerings for children of pre-school and school age. Debate continues, however, about the concrete forms this necessary reform should take, as well as about its feasibility. Financial restrictions are considered the main obstacle. There is less public awareness, however, of the influence of the extremely diverse economic, political, institutional and cultural points of departure in different countries. The influence and interplay of these factors becomes visible only on the level of a European comparison. Even more than ten years after the upheavals of 1989/90, and despite increasing integration efforts in eastern and western Europe, the public education systems for children of pre-school and elementary school age still differ widely. In addition, significant variations also exist between individual countries within the eastern and western European regions. Nonetheless, we can also locate numerous similarities in the discourses and policies on public education across the old boundaries of socio-political systems. The social historical contexts and conditions of development of these differences and commonalities have received little attention from scholars up until now. The same is true of the question of whether and to what extent specific national or transnational paths of development determine the conditions for future reforms. A comparative historical analysis is essential in order to understand which specific circumstances promoted or blocked reforms in a given case, and which historically evolved institutional and cultural points of departure the efforts to expand public education in a unifying Europe can expect to face. 

The research group seeks, accordingly, to help shed light on the historical and cultural preconditions for a harmonisation of educational systems within Europe. Our research interest focuses on the question of the reasons for the extensive differences, but also the trans-national and trans-systemic commonalties in national discourses and policies regarding public education, as well as the conditions obstructive or conducive to reforms. The main focus will be the ‘time policy’ in public pre school and primary school education, i.e. the differences between half-day and all-day-school and child care systems for children under twelve. This question will be pursued in the framework of a comparison of the development in East and West Europe since the end of World War II. On the Eastern Czechoslovakia, the GDR, Hungary, Poland and Russia will be analysed. On the Western side Austria, Belgium, Britain, Denmark, France, the FRG, Italy, the Netherlands, Norway, Spain, Sweden and Switzerland will be analysed. 

The planned research group can draw upon a body of important preliminary theoretical and methodological work. One field of interest here is comparative research on the welfare state, which has developed various models for analysing the connections between social policy, the labour market, family forms and gender relations. Up until now, however, this research has focused primarily on the western countries, and only recently have scholars come increasingly to investigate the (post-)Socialist states as well. Discussions among historians and political scientists about the potentials and limits of historical comparisons of different social systems have also provided important inspiration and clarification. An analytically interesting concept is that of the "path dependency" of political and societal developments, which emphasises the processual nature of policies and seeks to clarify the conditions for the solidification of solutions to problems once found. It will be an urgent initial task for the research group to test the various existing theoretical models for their usefulness for an East-West comparison of educational and social systems that incorporates the gender dimension, and, where appropriate, to further elaborate them. "Gender" should be understood here as a central, relational "socio-cultural category" of analysis. 

The project is conceived of as an international and interdisciplinary scholarly co-operation. The research group will bring together researchers from the fields of comparative education, history, political science and sociology. Only in this way can we put the intended multi-perspectival approach of the undertaking into practice. The project group will come together for one workshop and a comparative symposium. The results will be published, among other places, in a comparative project volume.

First online project lesbian history
At the end of November a so far unique project goes online under the URL 
http://www.lesbengeschichte.de. This website presents the life and work  of women-loving women in the German-speaking countries as well as  treatises on lesbians in German-speaking films from the beginnings to  the present.

The history of lesbian women has been reconstructed only incompletely so far - their stories have hardly been recorded and only very few can be found on the virtual net. The aim of the online project is to enter lesbian women in history and to make them visible in their relevance in the past and today.

The no-budget page, the web design of which was partly sponsored by  women from Bonn and Cologne, starts with the portraits of Johanna  Elberskirchen (1864 - 1943), Theo Anna Sprüngli, also known as Anna  Rüling (1880 -
1953), and Emma (Külz-) Trosse (1863 - 1948) among others  and shows their political commitment for lesbian issues at the end of  the 19th and the beginning of the 20th century.

These three publicists are historically relevant not only in German-speaking countries but represent homosexual liberation in the 
context of sexual reform and sexology in many countries. These three  women raised their voices in the sexological discussions which had been 
developing the construct of a homosexual personality since the end of  the 19th century. Thus they could indirectly influence the
self-conceptions, political discussions and (mostly individual) fights  of lesbian women.

The online project addresses everybody who is interested in (lesbian)  history in political or academic terms. Apart from portraits, documentations on historical commemorations of former activists and  texts on the history of film the website also offers pictures, statistics on lesbians in films, bibliographies and chronics to rummage in.

Thanks to numerous unpaid translations into so far eight languages the project is also 

internationally accessible.

CONFERENCE

The Sixth European Social Science History Conference will take place from 22 to 25 March 2006 in Amsterdam. The ESSHC aims at bringing together scholars interested in explaining historical phenomena using the methods of the social sciences. The conference is characterized by a lively exchange in many small groups, rather than by formal plenary sessions. The programme is organized around 28 thematic networks, including one on Women and Gender. The March 2006 conference will have no less than 23 panels and roundtables about Women’s and Gender History, including such topics as “Varieties of Feminisms: International Perspectives,” “Gender, Islam, and European Multiculturalism,” “Men's Studies and Feminist Historiography,” and “Representations of the Sexed Body in Medicine and Society.”

PUBLICATIONS
Aspasia is a new, international, and peer-reviewed yearbook that seeks to bring out the best scholarship in the field of interdisciplinary women's and gender history focusing on, and especially produced in Central, Eastern, and South Eastern Europe. Its editors are Francisca de Haan, Maria Bucur and Krassimira Daskalova. Aspasia is published by Berghahn Books (New York and Oxford). The theme of volume 1 (2006) is “Women’s Movements and Feminisms,” the theme of volume 2 (2007) will be “Women Writers and Intellectuals.” 

A Biographical Dictionary of Women’s Movements and Feminisms. Central, Eastern, and Southern Eastern Europe, 19th and 20th Centuries. Edited and an Introduction by Francisca de Haan, Krassimira Daskalova and Anna Loutfi. (Budapest/ New York: Central European University Press, 2005). At the request of colleagues who attended the Sydney conference, information and an order form are included at the end of the newsletter.

The Biographical Dictionary contains 150 biographical texts (with pictures) of women and men who were active in, or part of, women’s movements and feminisms in 22 countries in Central, Eastern and South Eastern Europe in the nineteenth and twentieth centuries. The biographical portraits not only show that feminist existed here, but also that they were many and diverse, and included Romanian princesses, Serbian philosophers and peasants, Latvian and Slovakian novelists, Albanian teachers, Hungarian Christian social workers and activists of the Catholic women’s movement, Australian factory workers, Bulgarian feminist scientists and socialist feminist, Russian radicals and philanthropists, Turkish republican leftists political activists and nationalists, internationally recognized Greek feminists leaders, and so on- women, and some men, from all walks of life. The Biographical Dictionary also questions some of the ways in which we think about the history of the (international) women’s movement. The editors concludes that “ if our biographical subjects were able to bridge the contradictions between feminism, nationalism, socialism, communism, philanthropy, and revolution in their own lives- then surely historians, including women’s historians, must adopt similarly open approaches to their own research and methodologies, rather than creating forms of closure through the use of predefined and potentially limited categories”.

Most of the academic activities reported here regarding women’s studies have been undertaken by pioneer organizations like the All India Women’s Conference (AIWC), Centre for Women’s Development Studies (CWDS), Women’s Studies and Development Centre (WSDC), Delhi University. This does not imply that other universities or regional centers didn’t have much to report. In fact the Women’s studies scenario in India is teeming with activity and it is only due to lack of networking (space) that we are not able to give a more comprehensive account.
The AIWC, a pioneer women’s organisation undertook several activities. Apart from the several social welfare programmes there were some events of academic interest.

Several orientation, refresher and M.Phil Courses have been organized with the help of and in collaboration with the WSDC. A lot of collaborative work with China has been undertaken in the form of forum on Gender, Culture and Representation, discussion on family, marriage and home and efforts at translating Indian Women’s writings into Chinese. Initiative taken to form Interim Apex Committee against Sexual Harassment.

CWDS is another organisation dealing with women’s issues that had been extremely active in this field. It organized several academic activities and undertook major projects. During 2004-5 the Centre was involved in-

Media and public sensitization process against sex selection and female foeticide.

Centre’s chosen area of ‘Gender and Backwardness’ as the thematic research focus with the two field based research studies- one on Communalism as historical production of backwardness, and the other on Displacement from a natural resource base and consequent economic marginalization.

Five interconnected ongoing research projects contribute to restoration of public and institutional memory through  documentation, and to the formation of women’s studies and its content. These projects relate to compilation of material on Women, Equality and the Indian Republic, preparation of a Women’s Studies Reader, Narratives of Women’s Studies Pioneers, translating Chandrabati’s Ramayan and Photo-Archive on Women of the pre-independence period. The aim is to publish these projects by 2005-6.

Research and advocacy on Crime and Violence against Women and Children as an ongoing focus area of the Centre in the context of increasing domestic violence, sexual harassment at  workplace, female foeticide, dowry related deaths, rape and child abuse.

Four ongoing initiatives in the area of Human Rights eg. Centre is a member of the core group of an initiative Beyond the Circle of Rights, supported by the Ford Foundation, promoting economic, social and cultural rights in the Indian context. These would culminate in publications on the right to food and housing, health and education (published), the history of Human Rights, the rights of children and campaign generating awareness on the evil practice of sex determination.

Training and alliance building attempts with women members of Panchayat in Uttar Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh and Rajasthan as part of Cebtre’s action research activity.

Arranging debates and dialogues and lobbying and advocacy in regard to governmental initiatives like Employment Guarantee Bill, tribal policy, National Commission on Children, Amendment of Hindu Succession Act, Domestic Violence Bill, land rights for women, Sexual Harassment at Workplace and many more such issues.

One of the enabling factors which helped the Centre in promoting the above activities was its ability to draw on the sensitve civil society.

CURRENT RESEARCH-PROJECTS

Helga Baitenmann, from the Institute for the Studies of the Americas, University of London is working on two book projects: 1) Co-editor with Victoria Chenaut and Ann Varley, Law and ‘Gender in Contemporary Mexico’, manuscript 
(Contemporary means twentieth century, and many chapters-including the introduction-are historical essays), and 2) ‘Gendered Explorations of the State: Agrarian Reform in Twentieth Century Mexico’, manuscript.  This book analyzes from a gendered perspective the history of the agrarian reform in twentieth century Mexico. By asking novel questions about the nature of postrevolutionary state-formation, unearthing new actors, and proposing a new periodization, the author turns a well-rehearsed 

history on its head.

Sarah Buck, Rio Grande Fellow and Librarian-in-Training, Thomas E. Branigan Memorial Library, Las Cruces, NM, aim to write and publish a book about Eduardo Urzaís’s novel, Eugenia, published in 1919 in Mérida Yucatán. The novel provides a fascinating window into the socialist revolutionary context of this period in Yucatán in general, and the politics of race, gender, and human reproduction more specifically.  Urzaís promotes his own utopian vision of the use of  futuristic scientific technologies, eugenic policies, and prescribed gender roles to create his idea of a desirable human population.  It also reveals interesting contradictions and conflicts presented by the new field of psychoanalysis and its relationship to the eugenic  movement.

Margo Echenberg, from the Instituto Tecnológico de Monterrey-Ciudad de México, is working on women and literature during the colonial times.

Carmen Ramos-Escandón, from CIESAS-México, is working on the Univesity of Texas at Austin about Genaro García and his ideological formation about women and marriage. 

María Rodríguez-Shadow, from the Universidad de las Américas at Puebla, is working in a new research project about the female status in the Mexica and Inca empires.
María Justina Sarabia Viejo from the Universidad de Sevilla is working on female conventual life in Colonial Mexico.  She is also analyzing issues of women, family and education in colonial Latin America.

Gregorio Sosenski, from the Universidad Autónoma del Estado de Morelos, is working on the biography Mathilde Rodríguez Cabo, who was a physician and a revolutionary in the early 20th century.

AEIHM- ASOCIACIÓN ESPAÑOLA DE INVESTIGACIÓN DE HISTORIA DE LAS MUJERES 

The Association launched its Annual meeting in Madrid last May, Historia y Feminismo. I Seminario Internacional de la AEIHM which we devoted to the impact of Joan Scott’s work in Spanish historiography. This is a new initiative, which we will launch every other year, intended to discuss collectively theoretical perspectives on women’s history with a prominent international historian whose work has had a significant reception in Spain. The meeting was well attended by historians from every region in the country, and discussions were very lively thanks to Joan Scott, who  was our guest lecturer and a very active asset throughout the conference debates. Spanish historians Rosa Cid, Angela Muñoz, Victoria López Cordón, Mónica Burguera, Elena Hernández Sandoica, Nerea Aresti and Miguel Angel Cabrera contributed with invited papers. We are preparing the publication of the procedures of this meeting, which will appear soon in a new book collection promoted by the Association.
This year we have also published the work which won the first edition of a research prize that we sponsor together with the Association for Social History:  Serrana M. Rial García, El trabajo de las mujeres del campo en la Galicia moderna. Santander: AEIHM-AHS, 2005. The decision about the second edition of this prize was announced at the May meeting. The prize was left unawarded but a special mention was for Laura Oliván’s work: Embajadoras y Cortesanas: Mujeres poderosas en la Regencia de Mariana de Austria, 1665-1676. 

We have been working to organize our 2006 meeting, the XIII Coloquio Internacional de la AEIHM which will take place in Barcelona next October 19-21. We have accepted about 200 paper proposals, which will be organized under 11 thematic panels:  Law and Family, Monastic economies, Women and men in marriage, Memory and identities, Between illness and health: Women as mediators of wellbeing, Work and Institutions, From Athenian democracy to paritaire democracy, Women and family economies 19th and 20th centuries, Work and standards of living in Franco’s dictatorship, Women in independent production, Political action and women’s movements. The conference will be enriched by international participation, which we have particularly encouraged.

AWARDS
The Women’s Studies Network (UK) offered for the first time, in 2005, a £1,000 Book Prize for an author’s first single authored book that makes a significant contribution to women’s history or gender history, and is written in an accessible style that is rewarding to the general reader of history.  The quality of the works submitted was high.   The judges decided to award the Prize jointly to Joanna Laynesmith The Last Medieval Queens (Oxford University Press, 2004) and to Elizabeth Buettner Empire Families: Britons and Late Imperial India (Oxford University Press, 2004).  The £1,000 Book Prize will be offered each year and presented at the Network’s annual conference.

The Clare Evans Prize, for an essay in gender history, was awarded this year to Kirsten Fenton, a post-doctoral student at the University of Liverpool, for an article exploring the construction of masculinity in the writings of William of Malmesbury, the twelfth-century English chronicler.  The essay, subject to the normal refereeing criteria, will appear in Women’s History Review. SEMINARS, EXHIBITIONS AND CONFERENCES
The Institute of Historical Research, University of London, continues to hold regular seminars throughout the year, details of which may be

www.history.ac.uk/ihrseminars/women.html   The range of speakers during the autumn of 2005 included Claudia Koonz, Scary Scarves: un-veiling in colonial narratives and present-day discourse in France; Judith Bennett, Feminist history, women’s history, gender history; Judith Spicksley, Celibacy and Lending in Eighteen-Century Hereford and Ruth Brandon, God and the Governess: the effect of religion on women’s education, 1790-1860.

The Women’s Library, London Metropolitan University, held an exhibition in 2005 titled ‘What Women Want’, tackling themes such as Freedom, Equality, Security, Adventure and Domestic Bill, in the past and present.  This was supported by a number of Day Schools, as well as talks on various themes, including film.  The journalist Julie Bindell introduced a rare screening of a feminist film titled A Question of Silence about a woman psychiatrist who is appointed by the Court to investigate the sanity of three women who had been beaten to death a male boutique.  Pratibha Pramar introduced A Place of Rage, which celebrated the role of African American women campaigners in the USA in the twentieth century and featured interviews with Angela Davies, June Jordan and Alice Walker within the context of the civil rights, Black Power and feminist movements.  Elizabeth Crawford showed a selection of suffrage films, both newsreel and feature, on 13 October 2005, the centenary of the date when the suffragettes Christabel Pankhurst and Annie Kenney made the first militant move in support of Votes for Women. An Exhibition titled ‘New Dawn Women: Women in the Arts and Crafts and Suffrage Movements at the Dawn of the 20th Century’ was held at the Watts Gallery, Compton, Surrey from 1st July to 18 November 2005.  Of particular interest were the beautiful enamels of Ernestine Mills, the great-great-aunt of the Curator of the Exhibition, Irene Cockroft.

The Women’s History Network (UK) held its annual conference this year at the Southampton Institute (now Solent University) from 2-4 September 2005 on the theme ‘Women, Art and Culture: historical perspectives’.  Anne Anderson, who teaches at Solent, took the main responsibility for organising the Conference which attracted some 120 delegates from around the world.  A wealth of fascinating papers were offered, from representations of Lady Hamilton, Horatio Nelson’s wife, to fashion for philanthropy in late-nineteenth century Britain and Ireland.  The visual images that accompanied most of the papers were particularly pleasing to the eye, as well as the textile displays of artist Ann Digsdale.
