Gendering Border Studies:

at the University of Glamorgan, Centre for Border Studies, Pontypridd, Wales, UK

The study of borders has undergone a significant transition during the past fifteen years. This largely reflects parallel changes in the functions of boundaries themselves, as the world political map has experienced transformations, not only in terms of the territorial configuration of states and sovereign territories, but also - and perhaps more importantly - in terms of the functional role of boundaries in a globalised world. A mere fifteen years ago, boundaries still fulfilled the barrier functions associated with the Iron Curtains that divided the world into two camps – state socialist and capitalist. During the past decade, however, they have been breached, giving rise to a reassessment of their role in the new world. This process is highly ambivalent as is obvious if we look at the recent European development. The extension of the European Union contributes on the one hand to the erosion of internal borders inside the Europe, on the other hand to the creation of more rigid external borders between the EU and the world beyond. Furthermore, the process of disintegration of the traditional political boundaries seems to give rise to an increasing importance of culturally constructed mental borders. 

As a result of this development the study of borders has received a new impetus. Traditionally, border studies concentrated on issues of security and sovereignty and used the term border to denote both the legal borderline between states and the frontier of political and cultural contestation. More recently, however, borders have also been analysed as a term of discourse existing at the level of various ideas and symbolic forms, representing narratives of both visible and invisible lines. Today, then, borders are not just studied as a part of the international geopolitical landscape and the nation and nation-state system, but also as discursive practices that create and negotiate meanings, norms and values and form thereby lived experiences. Such an interdisciplinary approach of border studies is based on four assumptions: Firstly that borders are neither eternal nor fixed, but extremely variable and politically, socially and culturally constructed in concrete historical settings. Secondly, that borders are a mental device for distinguishing between ”them” and ” us”, for exclusion and inclusion, and draw the lines of ‘difference’; thereby they are a crucial ingredient in any imagined community and its collective identity. Thirdly, that borders are the products of interaction and negotiation between different interest groups that try to use the borders to create power relations and hierarchies; as markers of difference borders thus are highly contested. Last but not least, innovative research in border studies should relate to the spatial dimension of borders; a particularly interesting aspect for the analysis is the question of the relationship between concrete territories and imagined communities.

Gender (defined as the knowledge about perceived distinctions between the sexes) is an important signifier of borders as constructed and contested lines of differences. In the interplay with other categories of difference like class, race, ethnicity, and religion, gender plays a major role in giving meaning to different forms of borders. Far from referring only to men and women or concepts of masculinity and femininity, gender constructions are primary means of signifying relationships of power that create asymmetry and hierarchy. In this sense, nearly all border discourses are gendered. It is not surprising then that an increasing number of studies in the last years aimed for a gendering of border studies. There are not only enquiries that examine gender as a cultural border, but also studies that explore vice versa the role that territorial borders play in the construction of gender ideologies. Furthermore work has been carried out into gendered representations of borders and border regions. Last but not least, an increasing body of research explores gendered experiences of territorial and cultural border crossings, not only migration, trade and travel, but also conquest, war and occupation. The work thus far done shows that gender in the interplay with other categories of differences gives meaning to most of the boundary-producing processes

This international conference aims to explore the new interdisciplinary field of gendered border studies and develop it further. The focus will be on theoretical and methodological questions. We would like to discuss the possibilities and limits of this new interdisciplinary field and define the most important problems and questions for further research. Established scholars from various disciplines will give a 30-minute keynote lectures in which they will set how the issue of gender and borders has been approached in their discipline and describe what they expect from future research. The main questions that we would like to discuss are:

· How do we define ‘borders’, ‘frontiers’ and ‘boundaries’ in different disciplinary approaches of gendered border studies?

· What were and are the main fields of gendered border studies in different fields/disciplines?

· What might be important questions for future research?

· How useful is an inter- or transdisciplinary approach be productive for gendered border studies?

Each keynote lecture will be followed by one or two 20 minute papers that provide a particular case study, illuminating some of the different approaches taken to the study of gender and borders. 

The organisers are inviting proposals for 20-minute presentations in any discipline that brings together the study of gender and territorial, cultural or metaphorical borders. They hope to refund travel costs and provide accommodations and meals for the workshop presenters.

Historiographical debates about the transnational culture of romantic love.

Margaret Allen (University of Adelaide) organised a seminar entitled 'India, Gender, Christianity and Nationalism' on 15th October in honour of the visit of

Professor Meera Kosambi, former director of the Research Centre for Women's Studies, SNDT Women's University, Mumbai. Professor Kosambi spoke on 'Pandita Ramabai and Nationalism'. Jane Haggis (Flinders University), Goldie

Osuri (Macquarie University) and Margaret Allen also presented papers.

RESEARCH PROJECTS

Women and Philanthropy

Professor Patricia Grimshaw (University of Melbourne) and Associate Professor Shurlee Swain (Australian Catholic University) have received a Linkage Grant from the Australian Research Council for research on Australian women philanthropists, 1880-2000. The Grant will support a three-year scholarship for a PhD student to complete a thesis on this topic under their supervision. The scholarship is also being supported by the National Foundation for Australian Women. This project will be the first major Australian study of women philanthropists.

Australian Women's Archives Project
In 2003-2004, leading researchers in Australian women’s history from eleven participating academic institutions and industry partners co-operated on a national strategy to enhance infrastructure for researchers in the field of women’s and gender history. Aided by funding from the Australian Research Council and the eleven participating institutions, significant research was undertaken to develop the Australian Women’s Archive Project, a project that supports research in the field by promoting the preservation of, and improving accessibility to, archival holdings and published resources relating to Australian women’s history.  To that end, the project substantially increased the quantity and quality of material listed in the on-line Australian Women's Archives Project register, located at http://www.womenaustralia.info/register_home.htm . The register, supported by state of the art resource management technology, provides a central point of access to information and repositories and is a vital tool for anyone planning to conduct research in Australian women’s and gender history.

In this phase of the development of the register, priority was accorded to finding and recording information about material relating to: suffrage activists and their successor groups; the National Council of Women and associated groups, Aboriginal women; Women and labour organisations; Rural and

regional women's interest groups; Philanthropic organisations and Missionaries. Work was also 

carried out to develop guides to assist researchers to 'find' women in public records and state archives.

In 2003 Catriona Crowe, senior archivist in the National Archives, Dublin, was elected the new President of the Women’s History Association of Ireland. During 2003-2004 much work went on behind the scenes to revitalise the organisation, the fruits of which will be seen in 2004-2005.

CONFERENCES

The 2004 Women’s History Association of Ireland Annual Conference was held in Mater Dei Institute of Education, a college of Dublin City University on 5-6th November with the theme ‘Revival and Intersections’ The conference looked at the female contribution to the Irish cultural revival at the end of the nineteenth, early twentieth, century and examined the interactions and intersections between the first wave feminist movement in Ireland and the wider cultural and political environment in which Irish female activists lived and participated. The key note speaker was Colm Tóibín, shortlisted for the 2004 Man Booker prize, who gave a highly informative presentation on Lady Gregory, detailing the dual elements in her identity: her growing Irish nationalism and her position as an Irish landlord running the Gregory estate in Coole, Co Galway. Tóibín offered a fascinating account of Gregory’s literary connections, including John Quinn and Henry James, her affair with Wilfred Scawen Blunt and her literary relationship with Yeats. On Saturday papers were given by: Dr Frances Carruthers, Clara Cullen (University College Dublin), Dr Leeann Lane (MDI/Dublin City University), Dr Nicola Gordon Bowe (National College of Art and Design), Marnie Hay (University College Dublin) Dr Margaret Ó hÓgartaigh, Dr Carmel Quinlan (University College Cork), Dr Paul Rouse (University College Dublin), Aurelia Spottiswoode Annat (St Hugh’s College, Oxford) and Joanna Wydenbach (Queen’s University, Belfast).

I just wanted to outline a recent historiography on research on women, feminism, and gender history. 

First, concerning an academic movement, the Society for Reseach on Gender History will start on December 4, 2004.  The Society is very comprehensive, including various research fields, such as art, music, and literature. 

Expected membership is around three hundred, both men and women.

The Society for Research on Law from a gender perspective and the Feminist Forum on economics was established in 2003.

The ninth nationwide conference on local women’s history was held in Niigata prefecture in 2003. The tenth conference is scheduled to be held in Nara prefecture. The conferences have been irregularly held by the local
society who wanted to hold a conference. 

Attendants for the two-day conference numbered about 1000 people every conference.

The nationwide society for oral history covering some existent societies also started in 2004. The association for research on the impacts of war
and military bases on human rights was established in 1997 connected with a
movement for demand for an apology of the Japanese government as well as redress for women forced to be sexual slaves. 

It publishes its own journal.

HISTORIOGRAPHY

In general, research from a gender perspective has become a main stream. Although a
relationship of gender history and women’s history has been discussed, research on feminism movement has decreased. In the past ten years research on the relationship between sexuality and the state and war has been much developed. Research on the politics of body has also widened. In addition, research on the emperor system and women including the empress and
princess has increased at each period from the ancient to the modern time.


The theme of ideal image of woman, the new woman and modern girls has taken up in cooperation with East Asian countries as well as with researchers in U.S.A from perspective of colonial modernity. Lives of consumption has been made a  point of in this field. Research on people lives of both the colonized countries and the empire state, Japan has started based on
theory of colonial modernity and ethnicity. An excellent research on Ainu from race and gender perspective was published.

A bibliography on Women’s History,1992-1996 was published in 2003, which is the fourth volume. Textbooks for lectures about women and gender history at university, high and middle school levels were edited.They were reprinted.

CONFERENCE UPDATE

The History of Sexuality in Nineteenth and Twentieth-Century Poland (in comparative perspective), Historical Institute, 

University of Warsaw, 27-29 May 2004.

The conference on the History of Sexuality in Nineteenth and Twentieth-Century Poland was a continuation of an earlier meeting in September 2002. The organizers, Professor Anna Żarnowska and Professor Andrzej Szwarc, both of the University of Warsaw, helped develop the field of women’s history in Poland after the fall of communism in 1989.  Their support and enthusiasm has inspired many talented young scholars to study gender, family, and sexuality, topics that received scant attention in Polish historiography traditionally centered on political elites. 

The majority of participants came from universities and research centers in Poland (Warsaw, Cracow, Katowice, Białystok, Poznań, Wrocław, and Gdańsk).  Foreign participants included scholars from the Czech Republic, Germany, and the United States.  Presentations by sociologists, anthropologists, and literary scholars provided a strong interdisciplinary edge.  

While the first conference on the history of sexuality in September 2002 centered on the issue of marriage, this year’s meeting focused on alternatives to traditional marriage: single womanhood and manhood, homosexuality, and heterosexual sexual relations outside marriage.  For example, Wiesław Caban (Holy-Cross Academy, Kielce), Franciszek Nowiński (University of Gdańsk), and Jan Trynkowski (Białystok University) discussed sexuality, masculinity, and family life of nineteenth-century Polish exiles in Siberia; Marcin Zaremba (Polish Academy of Sciences, Warsaw) examined the issue of prostitution in communist Poland; and Iwona Kurz (University of Warsaw) analyzed the images of single women in Polish cinema.  Although most papers focused on Poland, scholars used comparative approaches and discussed other European countries.  For example, Pavla Vošahlikova (Czech National Academy, Prague) addressed legal position and everyday experience of unmarried women in the Czech lands in the late nineteenth and early twentieth centuries; Magda Gawin (Polish Academy of Sciences, Warsaw) compared images of the “new woman” in turn-of-the-century Polish and British literature; and  Paweł Wieczorkiewicz (University of Warsaw) focused on sexual mores of Soviet political elites under Stalin.

While most presenters sought to fill in gaps in historiography, several scholars, such as Marta Leśniakowska (Polish Academy of Sciences), Alicja Kusiak (University of Michigan at Ann Arbor), and Dobrochna Kałwa (Jagiellonian University in Cracow) offered insightful gender analysis of Polish experiences by employing theories and methodologies developed in the West. 

The conference was a critical pioneering effort to bring sexuality and a gender perspective to the historical field in Poland, which has proved more resistant than other disciplines (eg. literary criticism and sociology) to incorporating new theories and approaches.  However, a number of important topics have not received attention they deserve.  For example, few scholars have examined issues of reproduction, contraception, and abortion, while only one presenter, Katarzyna Sierakowska (Polish Academy of Sciences), discussed homosexuality.  Since some important topics still await exploration, I hope that the Polish conference series on the history of sexuality will not end with this meeting, but will continue in years to follow.

The council also has recently reorganized its board members and looks forward to the events it will offer at the upcoming American Historical Association Meeting.  Additionally, the organization’s newsletter has implemented a film review section, which provides an overview of films in conjunction with Women Make Movies.  Finally, the members of CCWH are eager to participate in the 2005 Berkshire Conference. 

CCWH has made a commitment to support mentoring of women in the historical profession. Newsletter articles by Carol Gold, Jennifer Scanlon, Estelle Freedman, and Francoise Hamlin address the importance of mentoring programs to help women entering the historical profession as well as those making transitions in their field. The CCWH encourages an increase in fostering mentoring projects and programs, and mentoring will be focused upon during a session at the next Berkshire Conference of Women Historians. Focus: North America within broadly comparative and international contexts. We invite transnational, diasporic, trans-border, race-critical, and global perspectives as well as critical re-assessments of the dominant US paradigms in the field. We also invite comparisons with South America, Europe, Africa, and Asia. Papers on migrant, immigrant, ethnic (including Francophone) Aboriginal, and racialized subjects in the United States, Canada, Mexico and the Caribbean are particularly welcomed; so too are papers that explore the interconnections between such categories as class, race, ethnicity, gender, sexuality, culture, identity, resistance, and radical and revolutionary ideologies.

Format: The conference is structured around four over-arching and inter-related themes: feminism and gendering working-class history; race/ethnicity; sexuality and bodies;
labour feminism and female activism .  There will be plenaries; research-based sessions that will be comparative, transnational and international in scope; and roundtables as “feminist conversations across the generations” that bring diverse groups of scholars into direct dialogue with each other and with the audience. 

Diversity Mandate: Initially, the planning committee chose to foreground the interests and contributions of younger scholars and scholars of colour and to develop a preliminary program that represented a diversity of race, ethnic, class, sexual, national, and other perspectives, as well as a mix of junior, established and senior colleagues. We remain committed to our diversity mandate as we open up the conference to ALL interested colleagues.
